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���� SADPA REGIONAL REPRESENTATIVES
The SADPA Regional Representative is a key position in the success of SADPA programmes because this person serves as the main
link between grassroots members and the association. The SADPA Regional Representative may be appointed by the SADPA
Administrator or selected by the Executive Committee of the Region’s Controlling Body.

The Regional Representative would be provided with a method by which he or  she will provide the SADPA Administrator with regular
updates on the progress of SADPA activities in the region. The SADPA Regional Representative will act as the liaison between the
SADPA members and the association. All correspondence / communication from SADPA will be directed to the SADPA Regional
Representative, whose responsibility it shall be to dispense this information to the local Controlling Body and local SADPA members.
The SADPA Regional Representative will represent his or her region as a delegate at “The SADPA 2010 Convention” where a
National Board of Directors will be selected.

The SADPA Regional Representative is responsible for the following duties:

���� Notify the Administrator of any changes of address of members, change of club or district.
���� Make sure that members who are suspended by the region does not partake in SADPA sanctioned activities for that period
���� Report all sanctions against SADPA members.
���� Work with regional M & R Secretaries and report special achievements by SADPA members, such as 170 closes,

150 (3 Double Bull closes), 9-dart finishes, keep track of 180©s scored in SADPA competitions, etc.
���� Present members and affiliated clubs concerns to the Administrator.
���� Encourage players and clubs to join SADPA.
���� Encourage clubs and associations to have their competitions sanctioned by SADPA.
���� Responsible for submitting the results, monies won and special achievements list for SADPA members participating in

SADPA sanctioned club or association competitions.

���� The SADPA Regional Representative will receive R10.00 per year for every player registered in his or her region
to help cover the cost to perform his or her duties.

���� The SADPA Regional Representative should fulfill all these responsibilities to the best of his / her abilities for the
duration of his / her term and turn over all appropriate information / records to his / her successor at the end of the
term. All SADPA Regional Representatives will be issued with a SADPA Rep Pin and should be worn with pride as
a ‘badge of office’ at all dart functions.

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	 TOURNAMENT SANCTIONING REQUIREMENTS & PROCEDURES


 PURPOSE
The purpose of a SADPA Sanction for a particular competition is to ensure, to the best of its ability, that the host / sponsor, club or
association has the means at its disposal to pay the prize-money as advertised and to conduct the proposed competition in a
professional manner under the established Darts South Africa Playing Rules.

� ADVANTAGES
SADPA members will partake in SADPA Sanctioned competitions, because they will stand a chance of earning ranking points. No
ranking points will be awarded for competitions not sanctioned by SADPA.

� ELIGIBILITY

 The host club / association must be an affiliated SADPA member. And in good standing. Must take full responsibility for the

competition prize purse.


 Only OPEN tournaments shall be eligible for sanctioning. Only unrestricted men’s and ladies SINGLES sanctioned
competitions shall be eligible for ranking points.


 Guaranteed prize-money must be a minimum of R3,000 to be eligible for SADPA sanctioning.


 PERCENTAGE PAYOUT  EVENTS (% of entrance fees collected) will be considered for sanctioning if a percentage
breakdown is provided for all positions to be paid in such events. No ranking points will be awarded for these events.





 DOUBLES / TREBLES / TEAM  COMPETITIONS
To award SADPA members for supporting these competitions, members will receive 5 ranking points for
participating and supporting these events. 

� APPLICATION  PROCEDURE / REQUIREMENTS
� Application forms are available from the SADPA Regional Representative.
� Application should be made 45 days prior to the competition date.
� The application shall be accompanied by filing fee which is non-refundable. 

Filing Fee: R100.00 per Singles, Doubles, Trebles and Percentage tournaments
                  R200.00 for Team Competitions
Filing Fees are used to finance awards and to assist in meeting those cost in sending
SADPA Players / Teams to International Competitions.

� A statement indicating that the prize-money of the proposed competition is guaranteed 
by the host club / association.

� ` A breakdown of prize-money or percentage payout, entry fees, date, and starting times for each event in the competition.
� The following may be required at the discretion of the Regional Representative or the Administrator

� Documentation disclosing the support , financial or otherwise of a sponsor or sponsors.
� The SADPA Rep shall promptly review and investigate the information submitted, ascertain that it is complete, and in

accordance with all SADPA Sanctioning Procedures and Requirements. He or she will then forward the information and any
recommendations to the Administrator, for final approval / denial within 10 days of receipt. The Administrator will

(a) ‘If Approved” - Send a copy of the application form, together with an SADPA Ranking Points System Report Form, The
Tournament Special Awards Form, Sanctioned By Logo and a copy of SADPA Tournament Rules, to the requesting
organisation immediately. A set of the above documents must also be forwarded to the SADPA Regional Rep to be
completed as his report on the tournament.

(b) ‘If Denied’ - Explain in writing, the reason/s for such denial to the requesting organisation. The organisation will be afforded
a reasonable time period, during which it may correct those deficiencies that were the basis for denial. If the Regional
Representative is satisfied that the previous deficiencies have been corrected, and now meet the SADPA standards,
Sanctioning may be granted.

� Once SADPA Sanctioning is granted, any change/s in the original Sanctioning application or documentation (date, prize
structure, change / additions in event  schedule, etc) must be submitted, in writing, to the SADPA Regional Representative
and The Administrator. Failure to do  so could VOID any prior SADPA Sanctioning.

� The host organisation of a SADPA Sanctioned Tournament is required to publish the following information at least thirty (30)
days prior to the tournament date/s.
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(1) A complete breakdown of prize-money or percentage payout, entry fees, date and starting time for each event in the
competition.

(2) The Ranking Points available for Men and Ladies, according to results achieved by players. This information must be on all
flyers, posters and advertising.

(3) It is the duty of the host organisation to supply the SADPA Regional Representative with a full tournament Results Report -
Prize-money won and Ranking Points awarded, within 10 days after the completion of the competition.

(4) The Regional Representative must forward the report to the Administrator as soon as possible. 

� ADVERTISING OF SADPA SANCTION
All flyers, posters, advertising for SADPA Sanctioned tournaments MUST include the name and/or logo of the SADPA
Member club or association, and MUST display the ‘Sanctioned By’ Logo.

� At the time of sanctioning, SADPA will supply a jpeg image of the ‘Sanctioned By’ logo. Unauthorised use of the logo will
result in non-sanctioning of future tournaments and the suspension of membership. 

� Under no circumstances should ‘Sanctioning Applied For’ and or similar phrases be used.
� No club, association or group may advertise that its proposed competition is sanctioned by SADPA, until such notice has

been afforded to such club. Association or group, in writing, by the Administrator.
� Penalties for such an offence might include a monetary fine or denial of future Sanctioning request.

� TOURNAMENT  DEFAULT  POLICY
Should a host organisation default on payouts in an SADPA Sanctioned tournament, the following course of action will apply:

The host organisation will:
� will forward a list of actual payouts made with a corresponding list of money winners with available addresses, to the SADPA

Administrator, within 14 days after the completion of the competition.

� A list of Ranking Points awarded to SADPA Members.

� Promise to make full financial restitution to the players, equal to the difference between the advertised  purse and the actual
payout/s made, within ninety (90) days of the tournament date. At the discretion of the SADPA Board, a payment plan may
be instituted, should circumstances so warrant.

� Be deprived of SADPA Sanctioning rights for a period of one (1) calender year from date of written                                   
Notification. SADPA Sanctioning rights may be reinstated in the second year; however if problems had been experienced
with the payment to players, SADPA Sanctioning might be refused on a permanent basis.

� Should the host organisation fail to comply with the aforementioned requirements, it will be subject to the suspension of
SADPA membership rights and benefits until such time as full restitution is made.

� SADPA Ranking Points will at all times be awarded to SADPA members.

� SADPA will find ways to help the host organisation to pay the players and supply advice and assistance in an attempt to
prevent a similar occurrence in the future.  
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� RANKING  POINTS  SYSTEM
SADPA Ranking Points serves two purposes. Every time a SADPA Pro Member enters a SADPA Sanctioned Club or
Association competition, the player earns four (4) ranking points, in addition to any points awarded for prize-money won or
position in competition achieved.

 
1. To boost entries for club and association tournaments.
2. To determine the Top Male and Female PRO Players in SADPA.

� All Filing Fees paid for SADPA Sanctioning will be put aside to award the top 2 Male and Female PRO Players.
� No Ranking Points will be awarded to ordinary League Players, Juniors and Youth.
� Special Play Off Programmes will be held to determine the top Junior and Youth Players.

� RANKING POINTS WILL BE AWARDED AS FOLLOWS

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� SADPA  YOUTH  POLICY
SADPA is committed in promoting Youth Darts and it is therefor that associations are urged to register their youth players.
Players aged 10 to 17 can be registered for FREE and NO ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION FEE IS PAYABLE unless the Youth
Player prefers to be registered as a PRO PLAYER.

� ORDINARY YOUTH REGISTRATION
1. Players will be allowed to partake in PRO / AM tournaments if they pay the prescribed entry fee.
2. No entry fee is payable for SADPA organised Youth Competitions.
3. No Prize-money will be paid for these competitions.
4. Players can win prizes / gifts, trophies or certificates in these competitions.
5. A SADPA registered player, selected to represent his or her PROVINCE or SOUTH AFRICA will receive a

donation from the ‘YOUTH FUND’ * A Savings Account of Association’s Membership Fees will be used as a ‘Youth
Fund’.

6. Only Associations can register Youth Players. All registrations should be accompanied by a certified copy
of an ID document or Birth Certificate.

� SADPA INTER-SCHOOLS LEAGUES
1. SADPA will involve the Education Department in their drive to establish regional school leagues.
2. SADPA will work with Association’s Development Officers to make this project a success.
